HOW BAD IS TELEVISION?
1
Television is still the biggest home entertainment system. Based on the number of people around the world who own this entertainment system, TVs are obviously popular. Why, then, is television blamed for so many problems in society today?

2
First of all, let’s examine some of the negative aspects of TV viewing. Many people have argued that there is too much violence on TV. Watching violence, some argue, results in people becoming more violent themselves. American children average about three hours of television viewing per day, and over a year of viewing, they witness thousands of violent acts. Some people believe that children are first frightened by this violence, and then become immune to it- they don’t think it is serious anymore. They think it is normal to solve problems through violence. They begin to think that it is cool to copy the violent acts they have witnessed on TV.

3
Is there a lot of violence on TV? Yes. The world is a violent place, and television reflects what is happening in the world. You cannot hide children from this reality. Children need to know what is happening in the world in order to understand the world they live in. Is there too much violence? Perhaps, but parents also have responsibilities. Parents need to monitor their children’s viewing and not use the TV as a babysitter. There is plenty of help available for responsible parents. Most new TVs are equipped with the V-chip. This is technology that allows parents to block unsuitable programs. Programs are now rated in a similar way to movies at the theater. If a program is rated M (for mature), children should not be watching it. It is as simple as that. If children do watch adult programming, blame the parents, not the television.

Some organizations have also linked watching TV with childhood obesity. Children become seriously overweight because they sit for hours at a time watching TV and eating potato chips and other snacks. When they are thirsty, they reach for a soda. The only exercise they get is finger exercise as they surf through the channels looking for the best show. And it gets worse. Once overweight, children are likely to stay that way. Overweight children and adults are more likely to suffer from life-threatening diseases such as diabetes and heart failure. In fact, some argue, television is responsible for an epidemic of serious health issues in the United States.

No one can argue that obesity-especially pediatric obesity- is not a problem in this country. Look at the children in elementary schools, and it is easy to find many overweight kids. Nor can anyone disagree that obesity leads to serious health problems. It does. But is television really responsible? Does television force children and adults alike to sit for hours eating junk snacks? Does the TV turn itself on and refuse to turn off? Of course not. It is a matter of life choices. Parents choose to allow their children to sit for hours eating unhealthy food. Adults choose to sit like couch potatoes drinking sugary soda and snacking on chips and popcorn. Parents are responsible for seeing that their children get enough physical exercise; adults are old enough to choose a lifestyle for themselves. The TV doesn’t control people; people control the television and have the choice to turn it.
