Elections in South Africa

1 On the eve of the first democratic elections in April 1994, South Africans were very nervous. Before this election, only a small minority of South Africans could vote. The 1994 election was the first time all South Africans, whatever their color or race, had the right to vote. Many people thought there would be trouble in these elections. They worried that fighting would break out between the black South Africans and the white South Africans. People were concerned that this very important election would not be declared free and fair by South African and international observers. They thought if this happened, there could even be a civil war between the different races in the country.

2 Citizens were right to be worried. The blacks and whites of this country had a difficult history. In the weeks leading up to the election, there were violent outbreaks. Bombs exploded, killing people in Johannesburg—the commercial center of the country. Some political groups warned that they would not accept the results of the election.

3 However, despite the problems, the elections began and continued peacefully. There was some fighting, but not the panic that people had feared. The lines outside the voting boxes were long, and people had to wait for hours in the hot sun. Yet they waited patiently. For the majority of South African citizens, it was the first time they could vote. When it was their turn to vote, they easily understood the ballots, which were printed in different languages and had a photo next to each candidate's name.

The election was planned to last three days because it was expected that over 80 percent of the population would vote. However, so many voters turned up in some areas of the country that there were not enough ballots. In other places, people waited for hours only to find the voting stations closed before they could vote. Some citizens found there was confusion over who was allowed to vote and who was not allowed to vote. Because of these problems, the Independent Electoral Commission (IEC), the South African organization that supervised the election, decided to allow these areas an extra day to vote. The Commission decided to allow extra time because it was essential that this first democratic election be fair.

Even before the votes were counted, Nelson Mandela, the leader of the African National Congress and the favorite candidate, announced to reporters he was "confident that we will be able to pronounce these elections as having been free and fair."1 When the results were announced, it was no surprise that Mandela won and, in doing so, became the first black president of South Africa. The elections were declared fair, and South Africa was on its way to becoming a truly democratic country led by one of Africa's finest leaders.
